In The United Methodist Church, a bishop serves
a general superintendent of the entire church. In t
United Methodist tradition, bishops are not
oordainedd as bishops,
consecrated to the office of bishop. Bishops give
general oversight to the worldly and spiritual inter
ests of the Church. Bishops are elected by one of
the five jurisdictional conferences held every four
years in the United States and by the central conf
ences outside of the U.S. Bishops in the U.S. are

consecrated at the jurisdictional conference and aye

expected to report for work in their new areas on
Sept. 1.

Bishops are assigned by their jurisdiction to serve
geographical area for a fgear term. There are 46
episcopal areas in the United States and 20 episc
pal areas outside of the U.S. Bishops and Episcoy
Area Offices are grouped by Jurisdiction. (Council
of Bishops, The United Methodist Church).
